
Thomas Förster is probably one of the grey
eminences in audio engineering. Numerous
institutes, broadcasting studios and other
professional customers rely on the “time-co-
herent” loudspeakers made by Förster Au-
diotechnik. 

The model FA-7 is Förster’s first serial loud-
speaker which is distributed via hifi specialist
shops. Although the FA-7 ranks low in the
product range, he’s got what it takes behind
the baffle: Above the highly resistant
bass/midrange speaker having a 17 cm alu-
minum membrane a ring radiator is provided

which is installed from behind and is capable
of using the thick front as exactly defined
time-coherent sound conductor. A bass re-
flex port which allows frequency ranges of
the FA-7 down to 35 hertz (-3 dB) as well as
WBT NextGen pole terminals are provided at
the rear part of the loudspeaker. An audio-
phile crossover with mica capacitors, Su-
preme-Caps, FKPs and MKPs guarantees a
highly linear impedance curve. The FA-7 is
serially equipped with antispikes from Sico-
min, a partial sand filling of the housing
(21/100/34 cm) and RAL-varnishing of your
choice.
